September 2019 Treasurerôs Report 

For the month of September, we received contributions of $18,268 and we spent $16,710 giving us a 

positive balance for the month of $1,557. This is good news for the month. But, our total deficit year 

to date is still high at $17,462.  

Our contributions for the month were slightly above average. And expenses were below budget. In 

part because I dated the check for our quarterly church insurance for October and not September. It is includ-

ed in the budget for September and not October so this will have an impact on our cashflow for October.

We still need your help in keeping the deficit down for the year.
